SWIMMING IN the wave pool is back on 

the programme for Kenny and Simon, 

who are part of a small group of the  

Dunedin community who can’t speak and 

who attend a day-programme for disa-

bled adults in North East Valley. 

The Pact Group Charitable Trust (Pact) 

runs the government-funded Naphtali 

day- programme which moved to a new 

site at the back of the Salvation Army hall 

on North Rd in June.  

Pact Deputy Chief Executive Officer Paul 

Chamberlain says the new premises are 

perfect and are handy to the Dunedin 

Botanic Garden and shops. 

Activity support worker David Gallagher 

says the programme supports up to 12 

disabled adults with activities, walks and 

van outings. “It’s like a school really.” 

Swimming re-started last month. Kenny, 

who is in a wheelchair, and Simon were in the 

pool with David and another carer for about 

20 minutes, he says. “They laughed a lot.” 

David has been working at the programme 

for four years, after two years being unem-

ployed. “It feels good to do this [job].” 

The weekday programme is a free service to 

people who are diagnosed with an intellectu-

al disability. They are referred by a needs  

assessor at AccessAbility, an independent 

agency contracted to the Ministry of Health 

and Southern District Health Board. 

The Naphtali day-programme also has strong 

community involvement in North East Valley.

It should be no  

surprise to readers 

that the limit is 

50kph, but, realisti-

ways possible due to the build-up of traffic 

at peak times, road works or, most recent-

ly, the replacement of power poles. 

I will now add into the mix three child care 

centres, three schools and a sizable retire-

ment home that drivers need to be con-

stantly aware of. A pedestrian will always 

come off second best in a collision. 

Your speed must not exceed 20kph when 

you pass a parked bus with ‘school ‘ signs 

displayed, in both directions. I know I have 

cracked on about this before but I keep 

getting the “stunned mullet” look when I 

stop drivers for this offence, with some not 

having seen the school bus at all.  

There have been recent incidents of  

tagging in most if not all schools in the  

area, with some offenders  located and 

issued with trespass notices.  

If your kids are skate boarding or scooter-

ing in school playgrounds after hours,  

especially if it is a school they do not at-

tend, please remind them that they need 

to respect the fact they are allowed onto 

the grounds and treat it as a privilege, not 

a right.

IT’S SEPTEMBER and time for a Valley Spring Clean! So cast your 

eyes over the rubbish stored on your property.  

The Valley Project is hosting a collection point for unwanted 

paint and e-waste (household only) on Sunday 17 September 

from 1–4pm. 

Last year Love the Lindsay enthusiasts collected two trailer 

loads of rubbish from the river and banks of the Lindsay. This 

year the focus for Love the Lindsay (with the help of Keep New 

Zealand Beautiful) is protecting our awa by ensuring poisons 

and heavy metals from discarded paint and e-waste don’t find 

their way into the creek via gutters and stormwaters.  

So let’s get them disposed of properly and keep our drains for 

rain. Here’s what’s happening on the 17th: 

Keep clean with Resene and receive new paint for old. Bring 

in unwanted paint or containers and receive a voucher for a 

Resene test pot. Disposal for Resene paints is free of charge; 

other brands cost 25c per litre. All paint must be in its original, 

correctly labelled container without leaks. NO aerosols, automo-

tive or marine paints. NO poisons or hazardous waste (they’re 

too hard for us to handle). 

Cargill Enterprises will be there to take e-waste such as  

batteries, laptops, and consumer electronics. Charges apply, 

please see their webpage for details:
